


B. God the Son
1. He is Our High Priest

Since then we have a great high priest who has passed through the
heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our confession. For we do
not have a high priest who cannot sympathize with our weaknesses, but
one who has been tempted in all things as we are, yet without sin.

God the Holy Spirit

1. He Intercedes for Us
And in the same way the Spirit also helps our weakness; for we do not
know how to pray as we should, but the Spirit Himself intercedes for us
with groanings too deep for words. Romans 8:26
He Guides and Directs Us
With all prayer and petition pray at all times in the Spirit, and with this in
view, be on the alert with all perseverance and petition for all the saints.
Ephesians 6:18

III. WHAT PRAYERS DOES GOD HEAR?

A. Requests to be Saved
For whoever will call upon the name of the Lord will be saved. Romans 10:13

Requests to be Forgiven
If My people who are called by My name will humble themselves

and pray, and seek My face, and turn from their wicked ways,

then I will hear from heaven, will forgive their sin, and will heal
their land. 2 Chronicles 7:14

Requests According to His Will

And this is the confidence we have before Him, that, if we ask anything according
to His will, He hears us. 1 John 5:14

IVv. WHAT PRAYERS ARE NOT ANSWERED?

A. Prayers that He wants us to wait for an answer. The Father knows waiting is
difficult for His children. But God is more interested in our character than our
comfort. His commitment is to our sanctification (being set apart from the
world), not necessarily our satisfaction.

Example: A couple have been praying that God would give them a house that
they saw down the road that they really like. God’s answer was wait. The house




they liked sold. Two months later another house came open that was twice as
good and half the price.

Prayers that we are not spiritually mature enough to experience. God is waiting
for us to grow spiritually in some areas before He can allow us to experience all
the spiritual and material blessings He has in store.

Example: A small boy is five years old and is praying that God would give him a
flashlight and a pocketknife. Well, God grants his request for the flashlight but
withholds the pocketknife because he is too immature to handle it safely. God
does us the same way. He knows if we are spiritually mature enough to handle
our request.

Prayers of the wicked (Proverbs 15:29, 1 Kings 8:48-49). When we give our sins
a prominent place in our lives, we are chancing a broken relationship with God.
His primary interest is in our relationship to Him. All other prayer requests
come secondarily.

WHAT DO WE SAY IN OUR PRAYERS TO GOD?

The Model Prayer as given by Jesus in Matthew 6:9-13

Pray, then, in this way:

1. Acknowledge Him
Our Father who is in heaven, hallowed be your name.
2. Seek His Kingdom
Your kingdom come. Your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.
Seek a Daily Walk with Him
Give us this day our daily bread.
Seek His Forgiveness
And forgive us our debts, as we also forgive our debtors.
Seek His Guidance
And do not lead us into temptation, but deliver us from evil.
Give Him Praise
For yours is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, forever.
Agree With Him
Amen. (Aman is the Greek word for truly or truth which we get amen.)

WHAT ARE GOD’S FOUR ANSWERS TO PRAYER?

God answers prayer in one of four ways:

“Yes, child you may have it.”

“No, child this is not good for you.”
“Walit, child, I have something better.”
“My grace is sufficient for you.”

WHAT ARE GOD’S PRAYER PRINCIPLES?

He taught that we should (keep at it) persevere in our prayers. Luke 11:5-8

We will not receive unless we ask. Luke 11:9-10

He is sincerely interested in our prayers. Luke 11:11-13, Jeremiah 33:3

God’s threefold promise: 1 John 5:14-15

1. He promises to listen if we pray according to His Will.

2. He promises that we already possess what we have asked for.

3. He promises that we know that we have the petitions we desire.

How do we know we are praying according to God’s Will? We should begin by ask
ing God how we should pray about any issue. Instead of starting out with a string
of requests, we should first seek His mind.

If we aren’t sure about what to pray for, we can ask the Holy Spirit to pray for us.
Rom. 8:26

If we pray according to His Will it will be done for us in heaven. Matthew 16:19
